	INTRODUCTION


     We inform you about the topics to be discussed in the XIV International ESWTR Conference: Feminist theology: listening, understanding and giving answer in a secular and plural world: 

     Women feel the increasing plurality and complexity of our European societies. Women’s lives and experiences are not only shaped by gender, but also by economic, political and cultural factors that determine one’s social class, working status, culture of origin, body-consciousness, religious and community experiences, art and the use of language. These factors reflect an extraordinary diversity of experiences, voices and realities. 

Our ESWTR Congress in Salamanca 2011 seeks to share experiences and discourses of women who question what presents itself as ‘normative’, ‘common-sense’ or as ‘mainstream discourse’ and to expose all that is cause of suffering, violence or feminine invisibility. 

     In so far Feminist Theologies pretend to engender new relationships between women, between women and men and between women and God, the following questions must be asked: Is feminist theology able to listen to some of the experiences of oppression and injustice of the migrant women who come to Europe from other cultures and religions? Is feminist theology able to engage postcolonial discourses and the discourses that undo gender and identity taking as its starting point women’s own body-experiences? How does feminist theology contribute to the search for new languages and symbols that allow a relational and loving notion of God, beyond the institutional religious discourses? 

     In order to take all this into account, this congress proposes:

· listening to the voices of women who fight for their liberation in today’s Europe;
· understanding which ones are the sources of their struggles and 

· giving answer to the challenges involved in building a multicultural and inclusive society and a liberating ekklesia. 
Each of the main days of the Congress will be devoted to one of these three topics. Each of these three topics allows for the variety of sub-themes shown in the different lectures, mini-lectures and workshops as follows: 
Thursday 25th: LISTENING "Feminist theology facing injustice": We find ourselves in an increasingly multicultural continent, where many migrant women experience oppression and live in poverty their double condition of being women and foreigners. Feminist theologies listen to the voices of these women and pay attention to the discourses that our societies construct about them. We enter in dialogue with their cultures, religions and their visions of the world. We believe that the coming together of women of different religions and cultures who experience oppression allows for a better understanding of the challenges involved in building a respectful and inclusive multicultural culture in today’s Europe.

Keywords: Migrant women, prostitution, women’s trade, multiculturalism, inter-religious dialogue, multicultural dialogue, feminine and feminist popular spaces ...

Friday 26th: UNDERSTANDING "Feminist theologies in a non-believing continent": Only from an understanding of the realities of our age and our continent will be possible to respond to the needs of the women who live in them. Women have diversified their presence and their life-style in the European societies. They are committed to different spheres: working places, Christian Churches, social networks ... They are conscious of their citizenship rights and duties and feel challenged by the European phenomenon of non-belief. With varying degrees of difficulty, they face secularity discovering new ways of being woman and engendering new sacred spaces that differ from the traditional ones in their understanding of the personal, religious and social dimensions. These new visions clash at times with the European tradition. Some of the old historical experiences of the life of the Church (for instance, the world of the New Testament or the first centuries of Christianity) can help us understand our historical moment in so far it seems to have women as their main actors.

Saturday 27th: GIVING ANSWER "Feminist theologies and the new languages": Feminist theology seeks to meet the challenges arising from a plural dialogue among women. It proposes solutions with the conviction that introducing new languages in our ecclesial and social life allows for a more evangelical transformation of the society and the Churches. Art, multimedia and theology produce a new symbolic language in agreement with the European reality and the experience of 

women. Body theology re-discovers the body as a place of encounter with God and with religiosity. Establishing new relationships among people and between them and the Mystery engenders new religious and spiritual models able to renew the praxis of the Gospel. Eco-feminist theology presents a new global vision of the reality of women in Creation and acknowledges the loving care of human beings and the planet as a task of those women and men committed with social change.

HOW IS THIS CONFERENCE ORGANIZED?
There are three official languages: German, English and Spanish. Simultaneous translation to all three languages will be provided for all plenary panels and mini-lectures.

Plenary session (lectures): Main panel constituted by two speakers and a facilitator. The lectures will last 30 minutes each and will address the topic of the day. Afterwards, the facilitator will conduct during one hour a dialogue first between the speakers and then with the public. 

Mini-lectures: There will be three communications of 20 minutes each followed by 30 minutes of open dialogue with the public. The communications should address a theoretical aspect or a practical experience (personal or communitarian) relevant to the topic of the day. All interested ESWTR-members can send their proposals to the organizing committee (see below). 

Thematic workshops: One-hour session that begins with a brief theoretical reflection about the topics of the conference followed by a practical exercise to allow the participants to interact. It will be a creative and relational space that can include a symbolic or artistic performance to express the conclusions of the group. Interested ESWTR-members or groups can send their proposals to the organizing committee (see below).

Rituals
Early morning ecumenical and inter-religious liturgical celebrations that allow the participants to pray together. Interested ESWTR-members or groups can send their proposals to the organizing committee (see below),

Base groups
Each participant will be assigned to a base group constituted by women from different countries/languages. The base groups will meet three times during the conference to encourage exchange among women from different theological and feminist contexts.

Country groups

These groups allow women from the same ESWTR-section that share the same language to get to know each other and to prepare together the ESWTR General Assembly and the festive celebrations of the conference. 

Thematic groups (subject groups)

These groups are constituted according to research fields with the goal of fostering personal contact between theologians that share similar interests. The participants choose their thematic group when they fill in the registration form (see below). 

Assembly preparation-groups

These groups are constituted by voluntary women or by women delegated by their country group to discuss and help improving the proposals that the ESWTR Board will present to the General Assembly.
